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	Short presentation of your organisation:

The CNRS regional office in Northeast Asia is in charge of the scientific cooperation between CNRS (the French National Research Center) and its partner research institutions in Japan, Korea and Taiwan. There is a similar CNRS representative office in China, located in Beijin, and in Southeast Asia, located in Hanoi. With  more than 30 000 employees, CNRS is the largest research institution in Europe, involved in all domains of science. It runs 1200 laboratories in France, among which 1000 are jointly managed by universities. Its international cooperation is very active, particularly in north-east Asia where CNRS runs 22 joint laboratories (12 in China and 10 in Japan).
Interest(s) on ASEPS:
CNRS is one of the main initiator of ASEPS. Personally, I am not familiar with physics (I am CNRS research director in land and urban planning policy), but I am glad to attend as a representative of the CNRS international relation office, along with my colleagues who came as scientists.
Expected ASEPS outcomes:

I expect from ASEPS to take into consideration existing collaboration between CNRS and partner research institutions in Asia, in the field of physics. Strong cooperative links have been build through joint-laboratories and international research groups in particle physics, nuclear physics, superconductors and magnetic materials, spectroscopy, materials science, microgravity, plasma physics, nanophotonics, and electron microscopy.
