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	Short presentation of your organisation:

The Korean Physical Society is the only scientific society in Korea covering all areas of physics. It was established in 1952 and now has 12,378 registered members. It publishes 2 SCI-listed journals in English, 1 journal in Korean, and one news magazine. The Journal of the Korean Physical Society (JKPS) is the flagship journal, published monthly. Last year, 1,144 papers on 6,388 pages were published. The Society holds regular conferences twice a year in April and October. Each conference features about 1,000 papers and 1,600 attendees. In addition, many of the 11 Divisions host various international conferences. The Society also sponsors the Korean Physics Olympiad for middle and high school students. In 2009, 6,800 students competed in the Olympiad. The Korean team finished second place in the International Physics Olympiad held in Mexico this year. Currently KPS has MOU’s with physical societies in China, Japan, USA, Germany, Australia, and UK.
Interest(s) on ASEPS:
1. The majority of Korean physicists are educated and/or trained in the USA. As a result, Korean Physicists understand the American physics community rather well. However, the understanding of the European physics community among Korean physicists is very low. As the importance of the EU grows, there is increasing awareness that Korean needs to work more closely with EU countries, but the physicists in many cases do not know where to start. ASEPS will be an excellent platform to establish a framework of cooperation in which the physicists of Asian countries can easily work with European physicists and vice versa. 
2. Earlier in July, representatives of KPS participated in US-Korea Conference 2009 (UKC 2009), in which scientists of the two countries got together to present latest results and seek future collaboration opportunities. Similar events with Europe would be very productive.

3. Through ASEPS, and during the preparation process for it, the physics communities in Asia can forge stronger ties among themselves. The Korean Physical Society is exploring different collaboration models with other similar societies in Japan and China. 
4. The Korean Physical Society seeks to establish comprehensive collaboration with European physics community in all areas of physics.
Expected ASEPS outcomes:

1. Tighter collaboration between Asian physical societies and European physical societies.
2. Formalizing partnerships between physical societies

3. Periodic meetings between Asian and European physical societies

4. More collaborative research between Asian and European physicist
5. Developing new (joint) funding opportunities from Asian and EU governments
